(Carol of the Bells then fade Suggestion!)
Narrator 1

Narrator 2

(MUSIC ENTRANCE/DANCE)
(All children walk onto the stage and dance to the music wearing pyjamas and red Santa Hats)
(Suggestion Sleigh bells, Upbeat Jingle bells, Boogie Woogie Christmas Suggestion!)

(SCENE 1 CHRISTMAS EVE)
Child 1:
It’s Christmas Eve, the stars are bright,
The moon is glowing silver white,
We the children are bouncing on beds, oh what a sight
Too full of beans to go to sleep tonight!
Child 2
My pyjamas shine with glitter bright,
I wore them way too early tonight,
I’ve brushed my teeth and combed my hair,
And bounced on the bed like I’m flying through air!



Child 3
My giant onesie’s red and blue,
It has a little reindeer too,
I have hidden some biscuits up my sleeve,
In case I’m hungry on this fun Christmas Eve!
Child 4
My cuddly teddy is wide-eyed and bright,
We’re both staying up far too late tonight! 
He is dancing and wriggling and jumping with cheer,
He whispered,……..“At last—it’s the best night of the year!
Child 5
I have a cuddly blanket soft and deep,
Because I really really like my sleep,
While everyone else jumps around the floor,
I’ve nearly started falling asleep and do I snore!
Child 6
Now welcome to our party night,
The tree is sparkling warm and bright,
But if dance we might make the ceiling shake,
And the Christmas pudding might just break!
Child 7
So, wave hello and clap along,
We’ll start our Christmas eve bright and strong,
The fun is really here, so with a big ding dong
 Sit back you mums and dads and hear our first song!

Child 8
The hour grew late, the fire glowed red,
But no one wanted to go to bed,
We all chatted, giggled, danced and spun,
Because Christmas Eve is full of fun!



Child 9
I simply cannot close my eyes,	
I’m far too full of Christmas cries,
I think I heard sleigh bells outside,
Or maybe it was Dad who fell off the bed and cried!
Child 10
So, it’s Christmas Eve, let’s have some fun,
Let’s be cheeky, everyone!
We’ll bounce and laugh and giggle bright,
Come on everyone, let’s have a pillow fight!

I tried to sleep for half a minute,
But my Christmas thoughts kept bursting in it,
I counted sheep all fluffy white,
Then rode them round my room all night!

I closed my eyes and gave a sigh,
Then dreamed a candy cane flew by,
A dancing elf played Christmas drums,
And Santa juggled giant plums!

You all may jump and shriek and shout,
But I am nearly all worn out,
How am I going to sleep tonight,
When Christmas joy is coming tonight!

Child 14
Look everyone, out of the window and see,
Can you spot Santa flying past that tree?

Child 15

I asked for skates all bright and new,
With silver laces sparkling blue,
I’d glide around the garden path,
Then probably fall down and make you all laugh!
Child 16
I asked for robots, drums and glue,
A pogo stick and a kangaroo,
A pirate ship, ten cakes and cheese,
And seven dancing Christmas trees!
Child 17
I asked for dresses, crowns and rings,
And fluffy little puppy things,
A microphone that lights up pink,
And lots of chocolate every time I blink!

I only asked for cosy socks,
And maybe one small building box,
A fluffy pillow for my bed,
And pancakes stacked upon my head.
Child 19
The best things underneath the tree,
Are love and friends and family,
And laughter filling every room,
With Christmas joy coming here really soon.

Child 20

The trees all wear their fluffy hats,
The snow has covered bikes and mats,
I’d like to build a snowman round and fat,
Who wibble-wobbles… then bam!—splat!

Child 25
Christmas is not just gifts and fun,
Or twinkly lights for everyone,
It’s love and hope that came to earth,
The night dear baby Jesus’ birth.

MUSIC   (Egyptian music for Mary, Joseph, donkey, added animals if required) (Shepherds Boy/Jesus to a child) Fun suggestion Dominik the Donkey

SONG   Baby Jesus songs/use for solo verses/show off good singers

SCENE 6 – SANTA ARRIVES
Child 26
But where is Santa, has he got lost?
Is he stuck somewhere in the frosty frost?
The reindeer fly through skies so high,
With jingling bells across the sky.
Child 27
Did they land deep in snowy land?
Where snowy hills all look so grand?

(Santa comes on, use santa helpers or reindeer if required)

Your singing helped me find the way,
And saved my Christmas Eve today!
Child 28
We’re glad you found our house at last,
The snowstorm outside blew so fast,
We hoped your sleigh would make it through,
With all the gifts packed up for you!


Child 29
Did Rudolph really eat twelve pies?
With cream all dripping from his eyes?
Did Dasher crash into a gate?
And Comet does not fly, he roller skates!
Santa
They did indeed, you cheeky chap,
One elf fell asleep in my lap,
The reindeer danced, the sleigh bells shook,
And somehow someone lost the present book!

Dear Santa, now you’re finally here,
We’ve been waiting all the long long year!
We’re far too excited, that much is true,
We’re about to explode with joy… and bounce off the roof too!

ALL
Hurrah! Let’s celebrate!

DANCE   Go Santa go!   Wiggly Wiggly Christmas suggested!

Now Christmas Eve is nearly done,
We’ve laughed and sang and had such fun,
So snuggle tight and hold dreams so near—
Merry Christmas to you all and a Happy New Year!

CAST AND CHARACTER OVERVIEW
PYJAMAS, PILLOWS, PRESENTS!
Written by Gaynor Law
This flexible and heartwarming Christmas production is suitable for children aged 4–9 years, making it ideal for Reception, KS1 and lower KS2 performers. Designed to accommodate both small and large casts, the show ensures every child has the opportunity to shine through speaking, singing, dancing or character roles.
CHILDREN'S CHORUS (BOYS AND GIRLS)
The main cast consists of children dressed in colourful pyjamas and festive red Santa hats. They take part in the Christmas Eve pyjama party, performing songs, dances, narration and dialogue throughout the show. 
NARRATORS
Narration can be adapted to suit the size and age range of the cast. Older or more confident children may take the narrator roles, helping to guide the audience through the story.
Schools may choose:
· 2 main narrators
· 4–6 narrators sharing sections
· Multiple children each delivering a few lines
· A larger narration team for bigger productions
This flexibility allows all children to be included regardless of class size.
SANTA CLAUS
A special featured role with a warm and humorous speaking part. Santa arrives near the end of the show to join the celebrations and share an important message about kindness, friendship and the true spirit of Christmas. This role may be played by an adult, older pupil or confident young performer.
MARY AND JOSEPH
Featured in the Nativity section of the production, Mary and Joseph provide a beautiful contrast to the lively pyjama party scenes. These can be simple acting roles or expanded into featured solo singing parts, making them ideal for confident performers.
BABY JESUS
Can be represented by a doll placed in the manger.
DONKEY
A fun and memorable role during the Nativity scene. The donkey accompanies Mary and Joseph on their journey and can be played by one child or a pair of children in costume. The role may also be developed into a solo singing feature, adding a touch of humour and personality to the Nativity sequence.
STABLE ANIMALS
Additional animal roles can be included to increase participation, particularly for younger children who may be new to performing. These roles are ideal for Reception and younger KS1 pupils, allowing them to take part through simple movement, actions, singing and stage presence.
Suggested animals include: Sheep, Lambs, Cows, Chickens, Stable Mice
These roles can be non-speaking, have simple lines, join group songs, or take part in movement and dance sections. Additional animals can easily be added if required, making the show highly adaptable for larger casts and ensuring even the youngest performers have an important role to play in the Christmas story.
REINDEER
Santa's reindeer can feature throughout the show or make a special appearance during Santa's arrival. Children can wear simple antlers and join in festive dances, musical numbers and speaking roles if desired.
MINI SANTAS
Three or more Mini Santas can accompany Santa Claus, help deliver presents, dance during musical numbers and assist with scene changes.
CHRISTMAS ELVES
Optional roles that work particularly well in larger productions. Elves can:
· Help Santa, Carry presents, Dance in musical numbers, Assist with transitions between scenes
SNOWFLAKES
Perfect for younger performers. Snowflakes can dance during the snowy scene, creating a magical winter atmosphere.
PRESENTS
Children dressed as wrapped Christmas presents can appear around the Christmas tree scene and during the " Christmas Presents" song.
TEDDIES AND TOYS
The children's favourite bedtime companions can be brought to life with additional roles such as:
· Teddy Bears
CAST FLEXIBILITY
The script can easily be adapted for:
· Small casts of 20–25 children
· Medium casts of 30–45 children
· Large casts of 60+ children
Extra narration, animal roles, elves, snowflakes, presents, toys and reindeer can be added as needed, ensuring every child has an enjoyable and meaningful part in the production.
A wide variety of additional animal roles can be included for younger children, making the production particularly suitable for schools wishing to involve Reception classes alongside KS1 and lower KS2 pupils.
With opportunities for solo singing, narration, acting, dancing and ensemble performance, Pyjamas, Pillows, Presents! is a versatile Christmas show that works beautifully for children aged 4–9 years, giving schools complete flexibility to showcase the talents of every performer.
