The animals are scratching and pecking around for food looking rather bored and lazy.

Little Hen: 			Brrk! Brrk! Oh I some found some wheat. I think I

am going to plant it, it would be lovely to make some

 fresh bread to eat. Would anyone like to help me?

(Use as many animals as you need/or double up parts etc)


Little Hen:			Well I will plant it all by myself! (plants the wheat 

looking busy) Now my wheat is growing I need to 

water it and really look after it. Who would like to 

help me?

Little Hen:			Now the wheat has grown and is perfect, it is now 

ready to harvest. Who would like to help me reap it?

Mouse:			Squeak! Squeak! Silly hen, she should of just eaten the

Goose:			Honk! Honk! What a lot of fuss she is making!


Pig:				Oink! Oink! She is always busy and never relaxes.


Horse:			Neigh! Neigh! I wish she would just settle down, silly hen.

(Little hen walks back on carrying a huge  bag of flour)

Little Hen:			Now I am ready to bake a delicious cake, I am 

rather hungry. Who would like to help me make it and bake 

it?

(Little hen gets a bowl and a spoon, stirs in the flour, butter and eggs, puts it in the oven in a tin)

Duck:			 I will

Little Hen:			Oh no you won’t, you are all so lazy! You did not help me

 plant the wheat or look after it or reap it. You did not help 

me take it and fetch it from the mill and you did not help me 

make it and bake it. I will eat all of it by myself. (eats it whilst

 other animals surround her smelling the cake and looking 

forlorn and envious)) 

Little Hen:			Yummy, that was worth a days work! (patting her tummy)
