RIGHTY: 		Yes, yes, her hand is coming towards us, I think we are going 
out. At last!

BOTH:		Hurrah!

LEFTY:		At last! Ooooooh! She is putting her little foot inside me with her 
furry sock, I am feeling so much warmer already!

RIGHTY:		Me too, Ooooh I feel warm too. It’s so cosy. (Pause - boots 
march out) This is such fun marching up and down and running 
fast at last!

LEFTY:		Splashing in these puddles, Ooooooh I’m wet all over. There is 
mud all over me too. I love it.

RIGHTY:		Let’s jump together, up and down, up and down. Keep going, 
keep going. Don’t stop, don’t stop!

LEFTY:		Oh no, we have slowed down. I think we are walking back now, 
Oh no! I don’t want to go back to the cold again. I want to stay 
out here and play for ever.
